Smart Parking in Beijing

• In 2018, a total of 12,245 parking spaces
were covered by the on-street parking 
initiative in the Dongcheng, Xicheng, 
Haidian, Tongzhou, and Chaoyang districts
in Beijing.

• In 2019, 7,000 parking spaces are to be 
added to the Shijingshan and Fengtai 
districts.The city of Beijing is planning to 
achieve full coverage of all suburban 
areas by the end of the year.
